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With the voice of an angel and beauty to match, Nishi is set to bring a new
wave of Indo-Pop to America. An Indian-American who was born in India
but raised in New York, U.S.A. from the age of 5, Nishi has been singing,
dancing and writing since she was a child, composing her first songs and
poems at the age of 9. Growing up, her parents promoted her love of music
and encouraged her to perform at cultural events and functions. However,
at 22, deeply passionate about human rights, Nishi put aside her musical
aspirations to attend law school & is now an attorney in New York City.
During this time, she composed hundreds of songs and after her first year
of practice, realized law could not fulfill her creative needs. One year later,
she met with independent producers and produced a demo EP of songs she
had written. Her story has only just begun.

Nishi’s songs range in style from haunting love ballads to soul-searching rock songs
and sexy Indian dance numbers. Although definitely influenced by her Indian
heritage, Nishi is quick to tell you that Indian music isn't only what she's about.
Nishi's music is a unique blend of Indian rhythm, American Pop, Alternative Rock
and Celtic/World sounds. She attributes her influences to artists such as Loreena
McKennitt and Sarah McLachlan, to bands such as Creed and rock influences of the
late 80's and early 90's such as Guns n' Roses and Aerosmith. Her tastes are an
indication of the diversity and range of her musical and vocal abilities. She'll belt
out a beautiful Hindi song one minute, switch to a song by System of a Down the
next, and finish with a haunting melody by Alison Krauss. Indian music is only the
tip of the iceberg for this multi-talented artist.

Since 2002, Nishi has formed a large and growing fan base through her many web
sites. A former professional web designer, Nishi’s personal web sites traffic over
10,000 visitors a month. When she’s not singing, composing or web designing,

Nishi does pro bono work as an attorney for children’s rights and non-profit human rights
organizations, studies Middle Eastern Belly Dance, martial arts, foreign policy, international affairs,
archaeology, astronomy, writes fiction and political articles.

Nishi s mainstream pop style and her Indian background make her an
excellent crossover artist for the U.S. market. In addition, she also
has the physical looks necessary for mainstream pop marketability.
With rich Indian beats, rock sounds and lyrics that pull the listener
into Nishi’s world, her music is one which an audience will naturally
gravitate towards. Her music was produced by the mastery of artists
Ashish Sheth and Moises Modesto of Soltrenz Records and recorded
at Firedog Studios in New Jersey.

“Singing and writing songs are a creative and healing outlet for me and I believe somewhere out there, someone is going
through what I’ve gone through, and my words, my songs, will give them strength and the ability to carry on. If I can
